The 
purpose of The City  is to enhance real 
interpersonal and group relationships 
within the church.  

Many different West Hills groups now use 
The City  toé 

Ä share prayer requests, 

Ä plan events, 

Ä post topics for discussion, 

Ä exchange in ñThe Marketplaceò, 

Ä stay connected with 

one another, 

Ä stay current on hap-

penings, 

Ä give and track per-

sonal giving, 
...and much more.  

The City is very, very secure. 

The City  has the highest third -party 
security certification available, the 
same as that required of top -secret 
government sites. The former Chief 
Web Officer at Amazon.com is the 

brains behind The City  (he just hap-
pens to love Jesus too!). He de-
signed it to be secure enough for his 
own prayer requests, his own ac-
countability group discussions, and 
his own private journal entries at his 
home church, where it was first de-
veloped.  

Anyone who gets into our West Hills City, has to be approved by 
one of our administrators. No one under the age of 13 may 
have access, and students between the ages of 13-17 may not 
have private messages. Private messages cannot be accessed 
even by our administrators. Once created, groups control their 
own content and their own access, including administrator ac-

cess.

The City  is group-centric. 

On The City , we donôt focus upon the 
individual, but upon biblical community. 
Each person must be a member of at 
least one group, and your group affilia-
tion determines what you can see and 

do. It promotes physical interaction and 
encourages an ñActs 2ò mentality, calling 
us to do life together.  Guests use it to 
get started on their journey by finding a 
Life Group, Adult Bible class and engag-
ing with the Membership Process. 
This helps us to take better care of our 

people, and helps them take care of one another.  

Because The City is group-centric and private, it is not like 
ñsocial networks.ò On the other hand, the interface looks like 
some of the stuff youôve seen if you use Facebook, so some 
people think of it as a private, West -Hills-only Facebook. How-
ever you view it, itôs our powerful tool for building community.  

The City  is open to anyone who attends West Hills: members 
and newcomers, any age group ð all you need is a computer 
and your web browser. Of course, some groups are for church-
members only, others may be accessed by non-members.
